As per 1991 Census the tolal working force in the district is 8.55 lakhs which is 47.02 per cent of the total
population. The main workers in the district are 7.59 lakhs which again account for 41,63 per cent of the total population,
About 80 per cent of the total main working force is engaged in agriculture indicating predominance of agriculture.
However, only 1.83 per cent of the total main working force is employed in industry. There is only one National Highway
{No. - 211) passing through the district. The state Highways cover the major portion of the district.  The district is not
favourably connected by Railway transpart There are only tworail rowtes i.e. Parbhani-Parli and Hydersbad-Parli. These
