Bids Opening  
8.1
Technical Bid Opening

All the Bids received (except those received late) will be opened by concerned Committee in the presence of the Bidders or their representatives who choose to attend on the opening date & time of 15-05-2013 at 15.30 hrs and at the place specified in Invitation for Bidders above.  In the event of the specified date of Bid opening being declared a holiday for this office, the Bids will be opened at the appointed time and location on the next working day.
While opening the Bids, the envelopes containing ‘Technical Bid’ shall be opened first and acceptance of the tender according to the specified clause will be ascertained.

In the event of Technical Bid being found acceptable, the selected party will be required to  

furnish the original copy of the Title Deed of the Property along with proof of identity of    

the owner/bidder along with photograph(s), before the Financial Bids are opened. Original 
Documents shall be returned after decision is taken to open Financial Bids or otherwise. However, parties are advised to attach photocopies of such documents along with the offer. 
8.3    Financial Bid Opening
The evaluation committee will open Financial Bid after evaluation of the Technical Bids. Financial bids of those technically qualified bidders will only be opened.

9.
Examination of Bids  
9.1
Prior to the detailed evaluation of Bids, the Committee will determine whether each Bid (a) meets the eligibility criteria defined in tender documents  (b) has been properly signed; (c) is accompanied by the required securities and necessary attachments; (d) is substantially responsive to the requirements of the Bidding documents.

9.2
A substantially responsive Bid is one which conforms to all the terms, conditions, and specifications of the Bidding documents, without material deviation or reservation. A material deviation or reservation is one (a) which affects in any substantial way the scope, quality; non-attachment of required documents (b) which limits in any substantial way, inconsistent with the Bidding documents, the Employer's rights or the Bidder's obligations under the Contract; or (c) whose rectification would affect unfairly the competitive position of other Bidders presenting substantially responsive Bids.

If a Bid is not substantially responsive, it will be rejected by the Employer, and may not 
subsequently be made responsive by correction or withdrawal of the non-conforming 
deviation or reservation.
10.
Evaluation and Comparison of Bids
10.1
The Committee will evaluate and compare only the Bids determined to be substantially responsive in accordance with tender document.

10.2
The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any variation, deviation, or alternative 
offer. Variations, deviations, and alternative offers and other factors which are in excess 
of the requirements of the Bidding documents or otherwise result in unsolicited benefits 
for the Employer shall not be taken into account in Bid evaluation.

10.3
Clarification of Bids
10.3.1
To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of Bids, the Employer may, at his discretion, ask any Bidder for clarification of his Bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing or by cable, but no change in the price or substance of the Bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted except as required to confirm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Employer in the evaluation of the Bids.

10.3.2
If the Employer wishes to visit the premises proposed to be offered, the bidder should arrange for such visit at the convenient date of employer’s option and arrange for transport, opening of the building etc. if desired.  
10.3.3
Subject to 10.3.1 above, no Bidder shall contact the Employer on any matter relating to its bid from the time of the bid opening to the time the contract is awarded.  If the Bidder wishes to bring additional information to the notice of the Employer, it should do so in writing.

Any effort by the Bidder to influence the Employer in the Employer's bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract award decisions may result in the rejection of the Bidders’ bid.

Award criteria





11.1
Subject to Terms & Conditions of this tender document, Director, TNP & ANI GDC will award the Contract to the Bidder whose Bid has been determined to be substantially responsive to the Bidding documents and who has offered the lowest evaluated Bid Price, provided that such Bidder has been determined to be (a) eligible& qualified in accordance with the provisions given in Tender document.

  be within one month from award of the order and rent shall be payable from the date of

12.    Employer's Right to accept any Bid and to reject any or all Bids
12.1
Notwithstanding Clause 11, the Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any Bid, 
and to cancel the Bidding process and reject all Bids, at any time prior to the award of 
Contract, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any 
obligation to inform the affected Bidder or Bidders of the grounds for the Employer's 
action.
C.
REQUIREMENTS / AMENITIES OF OFFICE ACCOMMODATION 
1. Building should be a good quality commercial building of about 17,000 sq.ft (Carpet area), within the limits of Chennai Corporation, in a location convenient for offices and should be easily accessible.

2. The building should have good interiors of ceiling, walls, marble/tiles floor, windows and doors, good quality water taps and other fittings in toilets.

3. The following minimum amenities/facilities should be offered

·  The completion certificate of the property is mandatory.

·  The premises should be unfurnished
·  The premises should have adequate fittings of lights, fans etc.

·  Desirable car parking facility should be for 8 four wheelers  and 50 two wheelers  parking facility.   Rent offered should be inclusive of parking facility.

·  Suitable alteration in the premises, if any, required by the department, should be provided by the bidder.

·  Adequate lighting / ventilation should be made in the campus/compound;

·  Presentable entrance, foyer, lobbies

·  Adequate open space and proper approach road.

4. Building should preferably have large halls with a few independent rooms with attached toilets. Partitioning of halls should be done at no additional cost as per the requirement projected before acceptance of Tender. Building should have approx. Ten toilets/ urinal separately for men and women available floor wise.

5. The building should have open space with compound wall and with heavy iron gate for security. Adequate parking space for parking for about 2 Jeeps /1 Qualis / 1 Scorpio/ 1 Marshal and 3  Tata 407 Utility, fifty Two-Wheelers should be available; out of which parking space for at least 5 vehicles should be covered type.
6. Building should have a commercial three phase electric connection of about 40KW capacity with a separate transformer. The Electric wiring of the building should be conforming to Commercial standards and capable for electric load of 40 KW. Building should be provided with power plugs, switches etc. in all rooms.

7. Building should have industry standard fire protection system with separate fire exit, if building is a multi-storeyed one. 

8. Repair and maintenance of the building and the surrounding area within the plot should be carried out by the owner throughout the lease period, without any additional cost; as and when demanded by SOI, within reasonable time & interval.

9. The area proposed to be given on rent should be on the same floor or on continuous floors connected by stairs and lifts.

All the common amenities available in complex shall be made available to the officers and staff of TNP &ANI GDC, Survey of India.

D. TERMS & CONDITIONS
1. 
Building/space offered must be vacant, free from all encumbrances, claims and legal disputes etc. Documentary Proof of ownership of Building, payment of all Taxes, Duties, Dues, Telephone, Water, Electricity charges etc. must be submitted along with offer document.
2. 
Selected party shall be required to execute a Standard Lease Agreement of Govt. of India with the TNP & ANI GDC, Survey of India in accordance with the provisions of the law applicable. The Agreement shall be signed initially for a period of three years extendable for the further period as per the requirements of the user and with mutual consent only. However SOI may vacate the premises, by giving 2 months notice.
3. 
Monthly rent should be quoted on lump sum basis for the entire area offered (covered area of main 
building, any other permanent structure, covered/ underground parking as well as open parking 
area, open space like garden, inner roads etc.) for the entire Agreement Period of three years.

The assessment of Rent & Area of the premises offered for office accommodation will 
be made by CPWD, the competent authority for assessing rent in r/o Central Govt.

The SOI may, during the currency of the Lease Period/extended Lease Period carry out such 
alterations to the existing buildings such as partitions, office fixtures and fittings as may be easily 
removable.

All disputes lie within the jurisdiction of Chennai court only.

All the terms and conditions given in the Tender Document as well as those appearing in the different clauses given in the Lease Agreement format at Annexure III are sacrosanct and shall be considered as integral part of this Offer/Tender. WHEREBY IT IS AGREED AND DECLARED AS FOLLOWS:

In consideration of the rent hereinafter reserved and of the other conditions herein contained, the lessor agrees to let out and Lessee agree to take on lease the land hereditaments and premises know as _________________ together with all buildings and erections, fixtures and fittings, standing and being thereon (hereinafter called “THE SAID PREMISES”) more particularly described in SCHEDULE ‘A’

The Government of India shall have the right to sublet the whole or any part or part of the said premises but shall be responsible for the full payment of rent and the term of such sub-lease shall not exceed the period or lease or extension thereof, if any, as set out in Clause 2 hereinabove.

7.
All existing and future rates, taxes including property tax, assessment charges and other out-going whatsoever of every description in respect of the said premises payable by the owner thereof shall be paid by the Lessor.  The Lessor, however, shall be entitled to recover additional levies, paid on account of enhancement in taxes, from the Government of India and such recovery shall be proportionate to the amount of taxes payable during the pendency of the lease.  In case the said premises is portion of a building subject to payment of tax as one entity, the liability of the Government of India in respect of payment of additional tax, unless there has been any addition to the constructed portion of such building, shall be in the same ratio as at the time of original letting.  In case of some additional construction having been made by the Lessor, additional tax payable by the Government of India shall as determined by the Central Public Works Department of the Government of India.  In case of default in payment of taxes etc. by the Lessor to the local bodies, it would be open for the Lessee to deduct such dues from the gross rent (including taxes) payable to the Lessor, and to pay the same directly to the real bodies.  However, before making such deduction, the Lessee shall have to give a notice in writing, to the Lessor to show, within 15 days, that he is not in default in payment of taxes to the local bodies.

8.
The Government of India shall pay all charges in respect of electric power, light and water used on the said premises during the continuance of these presents.

9.
The Lessor shall execute necessary repairs usually made to premises in that locality as and may be specified by the Government of India in a notice in writing within such time as may be mentioned therein and if the Lessor fails to execute any repairs in pursuance of the notice, the Government of India may cause the repairs specified in the notice to be executed at the expense of the Lessor and the cost thereof may, without prejudice to any other mode of recovery, be deducted from the rent payable to the Lessor.

10.
The Government of India may, at any time during the terms hereby created and any renewal thereof make such structural alterations to the existing buildings such as partitions, office fixtures and fittings as may be easily removable.  PROVIDED ALWAYS THAT such installations or other works, fittings and fixtures, shall remain the property of the Government of India who shall be at liberty to remove and appropriate to itself, any or all of them at the expiration of the terms herby created and any renewal thereof, provided further that the Government of India shall again hand over the said premises in the same condition as they were in at the commencement of these presents, fair wear and tear and damage by fire or other causes beyond the control of the Government of India excepted or at its option pay compensation in lieu thereof PROVIDED FURTHER that such compensation shall not exceed the value of the said premises on the date of the determination of these presents, if they had remained in the same structural state.

11.
The Government of India shall be released from paying any rent in respect of the whole or any such part of the said premises as might be rendered uninhabitable by fire, riots or other civil commotion, enemy action and/or other causes, not within the control of the Government of India or acts of any Government or Municipal Authority and in such cases the rent payable hereunder shall be accordingly apportioned or at its option the Government of India shall have power to terminate these presents forthwith without prejudice to its rights to remove works, fittings, fixtures and machinery under Clause 10 hereof.

12.
The Government of India shall not be liable for loss of profit or loss of goodwill arising from its occupation of the said premises or any amount of compensation in respect of the said premises other than the rent payable as aforesaid and the Lessor shall make no claim in respect thereof.

13.
The Lessor agree with the Government of India that the latter paying the rent hereby reserved observing and performing the conditions and stipulations herein contained on the Government of India’s part to be observed and performed shall peacefully hold and enjoy the said premises during the said terms and any renewal thereof without any interruption or disturbance from or by the Lessor or any person claiming by through or under them.

14.
If the Government of India shall be desirous of taking a new lease of the said premises after the expiration of the term hereby granted the Lessor will renew the lease for a period mutually agreed upon between the Government of India and the Lessor, in accordance with the covenants, agreements and conditions as in the present agreement including the present covenant for renewal.

15.
The Government of India shall be entitled to terminate the lease at any time by giving to the Lessor three months previous notice in writing of its intention to do so.

16.
Any notice to be made or given to the Government of India under these present or in connection with the said premises shall be considered as duly given if sent by the Lessor through the post by registered letter addressed to the Director, TNP & ANI GDC, Survey of India, Chennai, on behalf of the Government of India, and any notice to be given the Lessor shall be considered as duly given if sent by the Lessee through the post by registered letter addressed to the Lessor at their last known place of abode.  Any demand or notice sent by the post in either case shall be assumed to have been delivered in the usual course of post.

17.
Should any dispute or difference arise out concerning the subject matter of these presents or interpretation of any covenant, clause or thing herein contain or otherwise arising out of this lease agreement, the same shall be referred for arbitrator to the Tribunal, having, Sole Arbitrator.  At the time of making a request for reference of dispute to the arbitration, the claimant shall along with such request send a penal of five persons to the other party.  The other party shall within 15 days of the receipt of such communication select one member of the panel to act as Sole Arbitrator.  In case none in the proposed panel is acceptable to the other party, such other party shall within the above 15 days send another panel of five persons to claimant, and the claimant shall be entitled to nominate the Sole Arbitrator from among the panel sent by the opposite party.  In case none of the members of this panel is acceptable to the claimant, the Sole Arbitrator shall be appointed by the Secretary, Department of Legal Affairs, Government of India, Delhi.


The provision of Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 with any statutory modification thereof and rules framed there under shall be applicable to such arbitration proceedings which shall be held at Chennai.  The arbitration proceedings shall be conducted in English/Tamil *.  The cost of the arbitration shall be borne as directed by the Arbitral Tribunal.  For the purposes of this clause, the officer mentioned in clause 16 shall be authorized to act and nominate arbitrator on behalf of the Government of India.

18.
This lease agreement has been executed in duplicate.  One counter part of the lease agreement to be retained by the Lessee and the other by the Lessor.
